Going Through An “Acid Test”

Putting someone to the “acid test” has nothing to do with litmus paper.  The phrase is a figure of speech.  It refers to a situation that challenges someone’s character, ability, courage, or other personal qualities.  It comes from an old use of nitric acid to test the purity of gold.  Many metals react with acid, but gold does not.  Fake gold corrodes, while the value and quality of real gold are revealed when put to the “acid test”.
